“Online English for trade unionists — pre-intermediate level”.

It will be delivered from 15 September to 7 December 2025 and it will involve about
36 hours of work. Online tutors will support participants during the training.

The course covers the pre-intermediate level of English. It includes different types of
activities that participants should take part in, including:

1. reading texts, audio files and videos on a wide range of trade union related
topics;

2. quizzes which test participant’s understanding of key vocabulary and grammar;

3. forums where participants can share opinions and experiences with other
learners;

4. speaking and writing assignments to which participants receive personal
feedback from the course tutors.

There will be also the possibility to attend a webinar with the course tutors facilitating
discussion and interaction within participants.
